C. Thus Christ is the key to what God has been pointing to in all the history.

1. One way to comprehend this is to examine some parallels between events, 

people and things in the Old Testament, and comparing them with Christ.



2. An example of this is seen in Rom. 5:12-15.




a. The point is that sin entered the world through on man, Adam, and sin led





to death for all men, in that all have sinned.




b. He then says that Adam was a figure, or type of one who was to come.




c. But if the sin of one caused many to die, then the gift of God’s grace, by





one person, would cause many to have eternal life. Vv. 16-17




d. Adam then is the “type” and Christ is and “antitype” or opposite.


D. The Bible is full of these parallels or types.



1. This is one of the reasons why Christ is unique in all history, as there is no one




else like him, neither Muhammad, nor Buddha, nor Zoroaster, nor any other




so-called prophet.



2. This partly explains why the Jews of his day were so amazed at his personage




and his teaching. 



3. This is part of what surrounds the mystique of the man the officers refused to




arrest. John 7:46

I. NOAH and CHRIST

A. Noah 

1. Noah was kind of a “second Adam” as all humans come from him. (Gen. 8:15-

9:17) 9:1



2. Noah’s ark provided refuge for all kinds of animals. Gen. 6:19



3. Human evil was so great that God decided to undo his creation with a flood. 




Gen. 6:5-7



4. Noah’s ark was delivered from the flood waters. Gen. 7:7



5. Noah offered a sacrifice of blood. Gen. 8:20



6. Noah’s ark rested on Mt. Ararat on the Jewish month of Nisan 17. Gen. 8:4



7. Although Noah was not perfect, he was described as a righteous man. Gen. 6:9


B. Christ



1. Christ is called the “second man” (Adam) since he is the originator of eternal




life. I Cor. 15:47



2. Christ’s body, the church, provides refuge, salvation, for all, both Jew and




Gentile. Gal. 3:28



3. When the time is right, God will undo his creation by fire. II Pet. 3:12



4. Christ’s body, the church, was delivered from death through the water of 




baptism. I Pet. 3:21



5. Christ offered himself as a sacrifice. I Pet. 1:18-19



6. Christ’s resurrection took place on Nisan 17 (March or April)



7. Jesus was a perfect, blameless man. Heb. 4:15

meant raising Isaac from the dead. Heb. 11:17-19



4.  Abraham’s sacrifice took place on Mt. Moriah (Jerusalem) Gen. 22:2, and a




ram was substituted. Gen. 22:8, 13-14



5. Abraham’s son was the child of promise, who is connected to a resurrection. 




Heb. 11:18-19



6. In Isaac’s birth, all nations were to be blessed. Gen. 12:3


B. Christ



1. Christ is the author and perfector of faith. Heb. 12:2



2. God the Father was willing to sacrifice his only son, John 3:16, and Jesus was




willing to do his Father’s will. John 10:17-18



3. We look to Christ’s resurrection to give us hope.  I Pet. 1:3-4



4. Christ’s sacrifice took place outside Jerusalem, and he is the Lamb of God.




John 1:29-31



5. God’s Son Jesus is the child of promise, Isa. 9:6, who has been resurrected. 




I Cor. 15:3-4



6. In Jesus Christ all nations are blessed. Mark 16:15

5. Melchizedek blesses Abraham on God’s behalf. Gen. 14:19


B. Christ



1. Christ is the Righteous One. Acts 3:14 (Jer. 23:5-6)



2. He is the Prince of Peace and rightful king of Jerusalem for all time. I Tim.

 
6:15 (Isa. 9:6). 

3. He is a priest superior to the Aaronic priesthood. Heb. 7:17

4. As high priest, he blesses God’s people with every spiritual blessing. Eph. 1:3

5. Christ blesses us, as Abraham’s spiritual children. Gal. 3:29
